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Jesus Heals
Mark 5:25-26 Now a certain woman had a flow of blood for twelve
years, % and had suffered many things from many physicians. She had
spent all that she had and was no better, but rather grew worse.
*John 5:5-6 (NKJV) Now a certain man was there who had an
infirmity thirty-eight years. ® When Jesus saw him lying there, and
knew that he already had been in that condition a long time, He said to
him, “Do you want to be made well?”
Matthew 12:14-21 (NKJV) Then the Pharisees went out and plotted
against Him, how they might destroy Him. > But when Jesus knew it,
He withdrew from there. And great multitudes followed Him, and He
healed them all. *® Yet He warned them not to make Him known, !’ that
it might be fulfilled which was spoken by Isaiah the prophet, saying:
8«Behold! My Servant whom | have chosen, My Beloved in whom My
soul is well pleased! | will put My Spirit upon Him, And He will
declare justice to the Gentiles. **He will not quarrel nor cry out, Nor
will anyone hear His voice in the streets. A bruised reed He will
not break, And smoking flax He will not quench, Till He sends forth
justice to victory; ?4nd in His name Gentiles will trust.”

Apostles Heal
Matthew 10:5-8 (NKJV) ° These twelve Jesus sent out and
commanded them, saying: “Do not go into the way of the Gentiles,
and do not enter a city of the Samaritans. ° But go rather to the lost
sheep of the house of Israel. ' And as you go, preach, saying, ‘The
kingdom of heaven is at hand.’ ® Heal the sick, cleanse the lepers, raise
the dead, cast out demons. Freely you have received, freely give.

Clearing the Temple
Matthew 21:12-16 (NKJV) Then Jesus went into the temple of God
and drove out all those who bought and sold in the temple, and
overturned the tables of the money changers and the seats of those
who sold doves. ** And He said to them, “It is written, ‘My house shall
be called a house of prayer,’ but you have made it a ‘den of thieves.’ ”
“Then the blind and the lame came to Him in the temple, and He
healed them. *> But when the chief priests and scribes saw the
wonderful things that He did, and the children crying out in the temple
and saying, “Hosanna to the Son of David!” they were indignant
% and said to Him, “Do You hear what these are saying?” And Jesus
said to them, “Yes. Have you never read, ‘Out of the mouth of babes
and nursing infants You have perfected praise’?”

John 8:1-5 (NKJV) But Jesus went to the Mount of Olives. 2Now early in
the morning He came again into the temple, and all the people came to
Him; and He sat down and taught them. ® Then the scribes and Pharisees
brought to Him a woman caught in adultery. And when they had set her in
the midst, * they said to Him, “Teacher, this woman was caught in
adultery, in the very act. > Now Moses, in the law, commanded us that
such should be stoned. But what do You say?”

The Cross of Christ

*Philippians 2:7-8 (NKJV) but made Himself of no reputation, taking the
form of a bondservant, and coming in the likeness of men. And being
found in appearance as a man, He humbled Himself and became obedient
to the point of death, even the death of the cross.

Isaiah 53:3-6 (NKJV) He is despised and rejected by men, A Man of
sorrows and acquainted with grief. And we hid, as it were, our faces from
Him; He was despised, and we did not esteem Him. Surely He has borne
our griefs And carried our sorrows; Yet we esteemed Him stricken,
Smitten by God, and afflicted. But He was wounded for our
transgressions, He was bruised for our iniquities; The chastisement for
our peace was upon Him, And by His stripes we are healed. All we like
sheep have gone astray; We have turned, every one, to his own way;

And the LORD has laid on Him the iniquity of us all.

Luke 23:39-43 (NKJV) Then one of the criminals who were hanged
blasphemed Him, saying, “If You are the Christ, save Yourself and us.”
“0But the other, answering, rebuked him, saying, “Do you not even fear
God, seeing you are under the same condemnation? * And we indeed
justly, for we receive the due reward of our deeds; but this Man has done
nothing wrong.” 42 Then he said to Jesus, “Lord, remember me when You
come into Your kingdom.” And Jesus said to him, “Assuredly, I say to
you, today you will be with Me in Paradise.”
