The Power of His Word 
Jeremiah 51:15, 16 (NKJV) He has made the earth by His power; He 

has established the world by His wisdom, And stretched out the heaven 

by His understanding.  When He utters His voice— There is a multitude 

of waters in the heavens: “He causes the vapors to ascend from the ends 

of the earth; He makes lightnings for the rain;  

*Psalm 33:6, 9 (NKJV) 
 
 By the word of the Lord the heavens were 

made, And all the host of them by the breath of His mouth. …For He 

spoke, and it was done; He commanded, and it stood fast.  

In their program “The Elegant Universe” NOVA reports that, the newest 

research indicates all life in the universe came from sound.  “According to 

string theory, absolutely everything in the universe—all of the particles 

that make up matter and forces—is comprised of tiny vibrating 

fundamental strings.”

Isa 44:24  (MKJV) So says Jehovah, your Redeemer, and He who formed 

you from the womb, I am Jehovah who makes all things; who stretches 

out the heavens alone; who spreads out the earth; who was with Me?  

John refers to Jesus as the Word (“Logos”) and equates Him with God. 

Colossians 1:15 (NKJV)  He is the image of the invisible God, the 

firstborn over all creation.  

Hebrews 1:1–3 (NKJV)  God, who at various times and in various ways 

spoke in time past to the fathers by the prophets, 
2
 has in these last days 

spoken to us by His Son, whom He has appointed heir of all things, 

through whom also He made the worlds; 
3
 who being the brightness of 

His glory and the express image of His person, and upholding all things 

by the word of His power, … 

Paul calls Jesus the “firstborn” of creation (Col. 1:15). In this context, 

“firstborn” does not refer to origin but to status. 

 

The Creator Among Us 

John 2:7–11 (NKJV) Jesus said to them, “Fill the waterpots with water.” 

And they filled them up to the brim. 
8
 And He said to them, “Draw some 

out now, and take it to the master of the feast.” And they took it. 
9
 When 

the master of the feast had tasted the water that was made wine, and did 

not know where it came from (but the servants who had drawn the water 

knew), the master of the feast called the bridegroom. 
10

 And he said to 

him, “Every man at the beginning sets out the good wine, and when the 

guests have well drunk, then the inferior. You have kept the good wine 

until now!” 
11

 This beginning of signs Jesus did in Cana of Galilee, and 

manifested His glory; and His disciples believed in Him.  
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John 6:8–10 (NKJV)  One of His disciples, Andrew, Simon Peter’s 

brother, said to Him, 
9
 “There is a lad here who has five barley loaves 

and two small fish, but what are they among so many?” 
10

 Then Jesus 

said, “Make the people sit down.” Now there was much grass in the 

place. So the men sat down, in number about five thousand.  

*John 9:32–33 (NKJV)  Since the world began it has been unheard of 

that anyone opened the eyes of one who was born blind. 
33

 If this Man 

were not from God, He could do nothing.”

new particles predicted by supersymmetric theories. The collider is 

contained in a circular tunnel that crosses the border between 

Switzerland and France at four points, with most of it in France, with a 

circumference of  17 mi, at a depth ranging from 160 to 574 ft.
